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Dear benefactors,

The charity program bringing aid to the Central regions undertaken by Ca Mau Buddhist Charity and Social
Department to the province Nghe An has been completed. We are reporting here this event. Our delegation
of 5 persons landed at the airport at 8:40 am@ctober 22, 2016. We were welcome by Nghe An Committee
of Minorities. Divided in two cars we went right away to the regions needing help. From the communes, we
went to the villages then straight to the hamlets where we distributed 50 gifts to each Tihenfeads

leading to these hamlets are very narrow, trucks loaded with goods wouldn't be able to reach them, we cho:
to give cash so people could buy anything they need. The majority of the population are minority ethnics,
they are very genuine and hateeven poor they are not greedy and don't fight for advantages. The chiefs of
the hamlets are minority people as well, they are very sincere and love their people, they put full hearts to
help us access to the population who were waiting to receive@ifts were donated to people's hands very
quickly.

@ Mr. Liem and Ms. Mai's car went to Que Chau commune, 150 km from Vinh City, giving out 200 gifts to 4
villages and at Tien Kyyommune 100 gifts to 2 villages.

@ Mr. Tuyet Nam, Ms. My Linh and Mr. Vinh's car went to Que Phong commune, 200 km from Vinh City,
close to the Laotian and Vietnamese frontier. They gave 250 gifts to 6 villages. Three of them divided in two
groups guided by local people far into the hamlets to distribute gifts to the peggaeted by the natural

disaster.

Yesterday night, together with the Committee of Minorities, we stayed at Tan Ky commune. Next morning w
divided in two groups and went to distribute 100 gifts to two villages. We finished donating 558\gts
500,000.0 each at 11:00 am in Nghe An province. We continued to distribute the remaining 50 gifts on the
next day.

Total were 600 gifts + 5 extra gifts x $VN 500,000.00 = $VN 302,500,000.00. This was the total sum of
money from the donations collected in 4 diags 18 to 21.

We used money from our own pockets to pay for the travelling fees. With the help of the Committee of
Minorities in Nghe An province, of the communes and villages as well as the guides in the hamlets, we were
able to come on place and distite gifts given to our hands with trust by the benefactors. We sincerely
appreciate your support.
